	The circle represents the Spiritual realm and the dot inside represents the individual.

	Moon
	
	Two parallel and joined semi-circles, representing the relationship between two Souls.  Represents the emotions and is also a glyph in itself.

	Mercury
	
	The semi-circle represents the Soul with the Spiritual (circle) as well as Material world (cross) beneath it.  Symbolically, the Soul is combining the information in both worlds and broadcasting it to the universe. ???

	Venus
	
	A simple blending of the Spiritual (circle) and Material (cross) world, or the process of birth where the two come together.  ???

	Mars
	
	Directing of the energy of the Spiritual (circle) world outward.   ???

	Jupiter
	
	The Moon is on the top of the Material (cross) world represents the personal, emotional sense taking precedence over the worldly, including related problems and cares.  

	Saturn
	
	The Material (cross) world and its pressures take precedence over your emotional state, i.e. responsibility regardless of the convenience or cost to you personally.

	Uranus
	
	The semi-circle on the left stands for the Soul of the individual and the semi-circle on the right stands for the Oversoul of the Solar System.  The cross connecting them stands for the Material world and the circle represents Spiritual processes.  Thus, this symbol represents the process whereby the future is created through the material and spiritual melding of the present.

	Neptune
	
	While this glyph appears as the trident associated with King Neptune, in reality it is a simple combination of a semi-circle and the cross where the semi-circle represents the soul and the cross the Matter of the world.  Thus, the symbolism shows how the soul is wounded by matter in that the Cross is piercing the semi-circle.  Nonetheless, the Soul likewise projects its energy into matter, vitalizing the world.

	Pluto
	
	This glyph combines the Circle of Spirit above, the Cross signifying Matter below and the Semi-circle symbolizing the Soul caught between them.  This indicates the continual process of Spirit being converted into Matter and its ultimate return to a spiritual state, i.e. birth and death, and that everything, whether its spiritual, physical, mental or emotional, will be ultimately transformed to another state.
